Los Angeles, CA — July 29, 2008 - Today’s earthquake with origins in Chino Hills California resulted
in no reported incidents at the Los Angeles Convention Center (LACC) during a record breaking
NBTA International Convention & Exposition event of more than 6,450 attendees. The show although
startled for a brief moment, continued as planned.

“Thankfully, no convention attendees were injured and no serious incidents were reported. While
some folks were a bit shaken up, the convention continued for the remainder of the day, and lots of
NBTA participants now have their first earthquake story,” commented Caleb Tiller, NBTA
Spokesperson.

“The NBTA’s International Convention & Exposition event indicated no earthquake related impacts on
the course of its regular scheduled programs for the day,” said Pouria Abbassi, General Manager &
CEO of the Los Angeles Convention Center.

“The original LACC building that opened in September 1971 was erected with the highest standards in
earthquake safety and building codes in mind. Given the seismic activity nature of the City of Los
Angeles area, the LACC construction teams not only met, but exceeded all construction standards in
effect at the time as related to earthquake and safety,” added Mr. Abbassi.

In 1993 with the construction and expansion project of the LACC’s South Hall and new overall
exterior facade, the LACC’s construction team was committed once again to assure that all new
structures would meet the latest in public building seismic construction and retrofit standards.

“Qur first priority is the safety and peace of mind of both client and employees alike. As such, it
makes complete sense to construct and retrofit in the highest possible existing standards of the time
especially with a building of this size and nature, bringing millions of people through its doors year
after year,” stated Greg Lissow, General Building Superintendent and Facilities Manager of the Los
Angeles Convention Center.

According to the NBTA, the Expo is the largest in NBTA history, with more than 130,000 square feet
of booth space and over 475 exhibitors.
